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Mounting locations

Do not mount video door station in such places as standing
location is strongly backlit.

a. under direct sunlight

b. under street light or porch light

c. at doorway covered, but backlit strongly
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Image view area

[1] View when the door camera is in straight forward position
[2] PanTilt view range when the door camera is moved

horizontally or vertically by PanTilt control pad.
(V): Vertical (H): Horizontal
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Cable

1. Parallel cable or single-sheathed cable are recommended. Vinyl
jacket, PE(polyethylene) insulation cable is recommended.
2. Never use loose wires, twisted pair cable or coaxial cable.

E TECHNICAL PRECAUTIONS

Technical precautions

* Operating temperature: -10°C ~ +60°C (+14°F ~ +140°F).

¢ Cleaning: Clean the unit with a soft cloth dampened with neutral
household cleaner. Do not use any abrasive cleaner or cloth.

* Door station is weather-resistant. But do not spray high-pressure
water on door station directly. Unit trouble could result.
